一、学校介绍
美国加州理工大学[image: 加州大学]
加州州立理工大学波莫纳分校简称Cal Poly Pomona，又常被译作加州州立理工大学波莫纳分校，是一所位于加利福尼亚州南部波莫纳、历史悠久的公立理工名校，为23所加州州立大学系统之一。是全美最优质的公立高等学府之一，也是全美七大理工大学之一。校区离洛杉矶市以东约30英里，占地1,437英亩（5.8平方公里），以商业学、工程学、饭店管理学、建筑学等学科最为著名，其中商学院为AACSB认证商学院。学校素来以"从实践中学习(Learning by doing)"的教学理念最为著名并得到工商各界的好评。学校拥有得天独厚的地理位置优势，地处风景如画的南加州，洛杉矶市中心、棕榈泉、圣地亚哥、环球影城、迪斯尼乐园等近在咫尺。

项目概述：学生创新、创业与领导力项目（SIELP）是加州州立理工大学波莫纳分校推出的一项短期项目，旨在通过专业讲座、创新工作坊、专题讨论会、实验室课程、文化活动以及学生展示等形式，培养并强化学生在创新、创业与领导力方面的知识与能力。通过参与 SIELP，学生将能够：与美国学生创业者及学生社团合作，共同设计创新且具有持续价值的解决方案；从新的视角挑战传统思维，重新定义问题；学习利用AI提示工程（Prompt Engineering）指导解决方案和商业策略；参访CPP实验室及工程、科学与可持续发展等多个专业院系；与大学管理人员开展圆桌交流，探索未来的学术与职业发展机会。
